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2006 Permanent Team Entry List Announced

The FIM have today released the provisional list of permanent teams who will compete in the 2006 
FIM World Endurance Championship. 

Old Friends, New Faces

Suzuki Castrol, Kawasaki Bolliger, Yamaha Austria, Yamaha Phase One, Diablo Kawasaki, the 
Shell Endurance Academy and Suzuki No Limits took the top seven places in the championship last 
year and all are back to challenge for the title again. While Suzuki Castrol have kept their winning 
rider combination of Philippe, Lagrive and Kitagawa in place, their closest rivals have all recruited at 
least one new rider. Horst Saiger joins Bolliger, Sebastien Scarnato moves to Yamaha Austria, 
Christer Miinin moves to Phase One and Marko Rohtlaan will ride for Diablo.

Amongst the teams who did not compete in the championship last year are a number who are 
familiar from the French endurance scene and from previous years; Raffin Motos Kawasaki, 
Yamaha Endurance Moto38 and Yamaha Acropolis Zone Rouge are expected to make a real
impact this season.

For the first time there is an entry from Monaco, with Monaco Moto Team Yamaha fielding riders 
from Monaco, France, and Italy. There are also new teams from Belgium, Germany and France. 

24 Teams, 60 Riders, 17 Nations

24 teams and 60 riders are already in place, representing 17 nationalities and a real mix of new 
entries and experienced championship regulars. Some of the rider line-ups are still to be confirmed;
the final list of permanent team entries will be announced in early February.

Suzuki’s GSX-R1000 and Yamaha’s YZF-R1 are equally well represented amongst the entry list, 
with each manufacturer being chosen by ten of the 24 teams. The only switch of factory this year 
comes from Projecteam Suzuki Austria 76, the new team being a combination last year’s Suzuki 
Austria and Projecteam Honda squads. 

Championship Starts on Easter Monday

The first round of the World Endurance Championship will be held at Assen, Netherlands, on Easter 
Monday, the 17th of April, with the Le Mans 24 Hour second round being held a week later.
